CROYDON YOUNG PEOPLE’S THEATRE (CRYPT) meets every Saturday 


during term time from 2pm until 5pm at the Warehouse Theatre or thye Clocktower in Katherine Styreet and includes members of school years 9 through to 11 and the Sixth Form.





CRYPT is part of the Warehouse Theatre Company’s programme of activities and so reflects our emphasis on new writing and devised work. Weekly sessions, therefore, focus on exploring new ideas and each year the group produces a summer show at the end of July at the Warehouse Theatre. They tend not to work on already scripted material.





CRYPT does not audition young people before they can join: however, a high level of commitment & discipline is expected from the members. CRYPT is not a youth club: it exists for young people with a genuine interest in developing a variety of life skills within a creative & structured environment.





ATTENDANCE: The nature of CRYPT’s work involves intensive group activity, and erratic attendance by one person means that the work of the group suffers. All members are expected to attend each session, or to telephone the Workshop Leader, well in advance, if they are unable to attend, or will be late. 





CLOTHING: Due to the physical nature of CRYPT’s sessions members are required to wear comfortable clothing and  footwear. Members will be asked to remove jewellery as it will be dangerous to themselves & others. Members are required to take full responsibility for their own possessions during workshops.





FEES: The term fee for a member of CRYPT is £12. New members may attend for one free trial week. Thereafter, fees from all members are due within three weeks of the beginning of each term. Those joining partway through a term will be charged proportionately. New members will be introduced in groups rather than individually.





BEHAVIOUR: CRYPT has a strong equal opportunities policy and any person found to be behaving in an inappropriate way by the Workshop Leader will be asked to leave.
